Bergen 
 with your personal English-speaking guide 

 

 
 
Day 1 
 Bergen 

This morning your guide will meet you on the pier after your ship has cleared 
customs.  Founded more than 900 years ago, the city is nestled between seven 
hills and bordered to the north and west by numerous islands and hairline fjords, 
providing a truly spectacular setting! 
 
Today, your guide will introduce you to the charming town of Bergen.   Your 
walking tour will include exploring quaint residential neighborhoods leading to the 
heart of the city, which is a lake surrounded by multiple gardens and a music 
pavilion. The National Theater, where Henrik Ibsen was a director, is located close 
by. 



 

 
Your guide will take you to visit the Bergen Art Museum, which houses three main 
collections.  The City Art collection was established in 1878. The second collection 
focuses on Norwegian and Scandinavian art.  The third collection, originally a 
private collection, donated to the Museum, contains works by Munch and 
Picasso, among others. 
 
The fish market is a few steps away and can be quite lively with locals. This is the 
place to sample different types of fish and meats.  Try to taste the difference 
between wild or farmed salmon or maybe sample some reindeer sausage.  
 
Later you will visit the Old Bryggen, the original settlement of Bergen.  Here just ten 
of the original gabled houses on the harbor still stand. The Hanseatic Museum 
showcases a merchants’ home, providing a great example of how they lived in 
worked in the 1700’s. The city’s oldest surviving church, St. Mary’s, dates back to 
the 11th century. The Hanseatic merchants worshipped in this church and the 
detailing is testament to their generous donations.

SIGHTSEEING 
Sightseeing arrangements have been made with your special interests in mind. Your 
drivers and guides are at your disposal for full or half-day sightseeing programs as 
indicated in the itinerary.

However, individual estates, museums, gardens and 
other points of interest can change their hours of operation at short notice. In the event 
that a particular attraction is closed on the day or time of your visit, your guide will offer 
alternative arrangements or rearrange your sightseeing to accommodate these 
unexpected events. 
 
OPTIONAL EXPENSES  
Charges for extra meals, transport, sightseeing services or other optional additions to 
your established itinerary are your responsibility and must be paid locally in the local 
currency. 
 
GRATUITIES  
Gratuities are not included in your tour price. Your copy of “Travel Tips” contains 
suggested gratuity guidelines for your consideration.  Gratuities may be extended in the 
local currency, U.S. Dollars or Euro. 
 
DINING WITH YOUR GUIDE  
On days when dinner and lunch costs have not been included in your itinerary (or in 
your tour cost), you may, at your discretion, choose to invite your guide to dine with 
your party. You are under no obligation to do so but, if you do extend such an 
invitation, the guide is your guest and you will be responsible for the cost of his/her 
meal. 
 
BOOKING CONDITIONS   
PAYMENT  
Exeter International must receive a deposit of 10% of the total program cost or $250 per 
person, whichever is greater, before reservations for your independent travel program 
can be initiated. The balance of payment is due 60 days prior to departure.  No 
reservations are made on your behalf until this deposit has been received.  Availability 
and pricing is subject to change until this deposit is received.  All deposits are 
nonrefundable. 
 
 
 
 



 

 
CANCELLATION  
Written cancellations received less than 60 days prior to departure are subject to the 
following forfeit of tour cost   
• 59-14 days prior to departure, 50% of total tour cost 
• 14 or less days prior to departure, 100% of tour cost. 
 
REFUNDS  
We regret that refunds cannot be issued for arrangements confirmed on your itinerary 
but unused once your tour has begun. 
 
INSURANCE  
Exeter International strongly recommends the purchase of travel insurance to protect 
your investment.  You will find insurance costs noted on your invoice and insurance 
coverage information in your original booking packet. 
 
All Exeter International U.S. Resident guests receive $50,000 per person in emergency 
medical coverage and emergency medical evacuation insurance. 
 
PRICES AND ARRANGEMENTS  
Once an itinerary is finalized and final payment has been made, a $100 revision fee will 
be charged if the itinerary is changed. 
 
The tour price includes planning, handling and operational charges. Rates are quoted 
in US Dollars on the current rate of exchange and tariff as of 2011.  Exeter International 
reserves the right to increase tour prices to cover increased costs, tariffs and taxes, and 
to reflect fluctuations in foreign exchange markets. Devaluation of a foreign currency 
will be weighed against any tariff increases imposed.
