Before ending your panoramic tour, your guide will point out the remaining
highlights of the city including, Copenhagen Cathedral, the Copenhagen
University, the Round Tower and the Church Of Holy Trinity.

OPTIONAL EXPENSES

Charges for extra meals, fransport, sightseeing services or other optional additions to
your established itinerary are your responsibility and must be paid locally in the locall
currency.
