Instructions for Your Russian Visa Application

New online applications for Russian visas have been instituted as of July 1, 2011. They must
be completed online, printed, and then signed before sending them into ZVS or the visa
service of your choice.

Please note that visas can only be requested up 30 - 90 days prior to your arrival in Russia,
depending on the consulate used.

Please follow the directions and information below. If you have any questions or
problems, feel free to contact us. Please plan to spend 30 — 60 minutes per application.

Visit our website at www.exeterinternational.com/visas and click on the link
provided which will take you directly Exeter International’s ZVS website. If you’re
only going to Russia, click on the appropriate button to be taken to the Russian visa
information.

Once you start completing the application, if you have any questions that you
would like to address to ZVS, you can call them at 866-788-1100. Mention you’re
traveling with Exeter International and give our account number (44216).

ZVS provides instructions as well. Please take note of where you are to send your
documents — you will need this information for the final questions on your
application.

Exeter International provides your visa support free of cost. If you elect to use the
visa support provided by ZVS they will charge you an additional $25 per person.

ZVS will do the application for you for an additional fee of $75 per traveler.

When you are ready to start, click on the link in the ZVS instructions or go to
http://evisa.kdmid.ru/.

. On the top menu, click on REGISTRATION. You will be prompted to create a user

name and password. Please print the page showing your user name and password
and send it in with your visa application, just in case ZVS needs to make edits.

Registering, you are taken back to the main page. Click on APPLICATION on the
top right-hand side.
